classes, participation of parents in designated programs, 
certification of readiness for the sacrament, and regular 

participation in the liturgical life of the parish. The      
reception of sacraments is a rightrightrightright for  baptized                

Catholics, a right that carries with it the responsibilityresponsibilityresponsibilityresponsibility 
for conscientious and reverent preparation.”
