There is something about being
first. Whether it be first in line, first
to be picked for the team, or the
first one to finish their work, great
satisfaction is achieved. Our egos
love being first. It somehow sets us
apart from everyone else, gives us
a sense of pride and positions us to
feel better than others. When we
are first, we can glory in our efforts,
skills, and achievements. Isn't that
what really matters? After all, we
are taught from a very young age
to be proficient, stay on top, be

the best at what we do, and win
the praise and esteem of others.
This is the stuff that makes us
successful and provides us with a
comfortable, satisfying life.

Jesus wants none of it. All of the
details we anguish over mean little
to the kingdom of God. You want
to be first? Then, be a servant and
welcome a child. All of this is the
opposite of our often vehement
pursuits. If we are serious about
following Jesus and living the
Gospel, then we must put the
needs of others before our own.

If we continue to listen only to

the noise of the world, we are
going to continue to believe the
illusions we inherit. Those illusions
come in many forms, but all have

What does it mean to be God's servant? In essence, it means being willing to call
the world back to its childlike innocence, showing all that a joy-filled playfulness
has a place in life. The servant of God serves to foster the Kingdom of God. God's
kingdom is not a sterile, unhappy, strict, and rigid reality. It is quite the opposite.
Itis a kingdom devoid of jealousy and selfish ambition where peace, gentleness,
mercy, and good works abound. To be a servant of this kingdom means that selfish
ambition must be set aside so that others can be first, and justice pursued at all
cost. The prayer of this kind of servant is not focused on self-advancement or need.
Rather, the servant's prayer seeks to detach from self-concern in order to be used
by God. In this way, we who are servants can be inspired, guided, empowered, and
led by God. We can then be used to lay the cornerstones of the kingdom: faith,
hope, and love. It is upon these that God's firm dwelling is built. Accepting this call
may place us last in the world's eyes but first in God's.

OUR NEW CHURCH

® Projected monies available for our building project is 4.45 million dollars (soft costs estimated at .6 million), 3.85 mil-
lion net for site work and building. OFOF D&L 48720 3.24 million cash It's TIME 1.21 million pledges Total monies
4.45 million cash and pledges.

®  We have worked with the value engineers at Mashburn Construction to get our building project within budget. We
plan to reduce the size of our new church from 16000 sq feet (800 seats) to 10,000 sq feet (400 seats), and, as before, we
plan to build a cross shaped church with red brick.

®  We are hoping to form an artifact subcommittee in order to catalogue artifacts from St Annes and St Judes Church,
then determine which artifacts will be used in our new church, the timing of moving and placement of artifacts.

® We had a positive BRAC presentation earlier this month and plan a follow up presentation in October after engineer-
ing documents have been completed.

®  We have applied for a loan from the Diocese for 1.2 million, based on our outstanding pledges only. Pending BRAC
and Loan approval, we plan to have a "shovel in the ground" in January 2022 and worship in our new church by
Christmas 2022.
